We plan to construct a nature trail that will follow the perimeter of the farm. Currently a walking path is around the fields only. We have determined that our farm has at least ten different soil types which mean we have ten different habitats.  These habitats will be highlighted along this nature trail with an emphasis on environmental stewardship.
